The Freedom School — visions of possibility

Looking at the work from The Freedom School of Painting and
considering their aims and objectives reminded me of a quote
from the “Asso” manifesto:

Art is a weapon, the artist a warrior in the people’s struggle for
freedom from a bankrupt system!

This seems more apt then ever after the recent Global Financial
Crisis but I'm more interested in the way it ascribes a position and
role to the artist which is both universal in its intent and personal
in its application. Today the word warrior is bandied about (eg;
eco-watrrior) and its links with breaking the bonds of oppression
ring at the level of personal ethics and the need to live
responsibly (sustainably). But what is meant by Art is a weapon?
Is art meant to be political, concerned with public protest, or is the
artist as warrior more of a call to the self to break the ties that
bind us through a more spiritual/ritualistic approach of art.

In the political history of art the abstract art that The Freedom
School aspire to has offered a counterpoint to the type of political
protest art that involves performance and public intervention.
Freedom, as a residual response to restraint/constraint, takes on
more than one guise - and as much as public protest offers a
pivotal statement, so too abstract art offers a different route to
perceived notions of personal freedom.

But if we are talking of freedom — and indeed if freedom is sought,
then, as Foucault writes, one should first consider power — which
he suggests is a unitary regime of acceptability i — and if power is
unitary acceptability then perhaps we should think of freedom as
fragmented, countered visions, of personal possibility. The idea of
truth in personal possibility is seductive, because it is written
through the future projection of the self, a self calling back to you
without restraint, without boundaries. How is this future possibility
of self achieved? One way is breaking the frameworks of our
primary causalities - colour and form construct the boundaries of



consciousness (our perceived notions of belonging) so in this
sense one route to freedom is the breaking, or disruption, of
colour and form.

Gauguin once said that his painting was not a material structure
but a vision'. His visions become a place of possibility, a
seductive place of truth. Through engaging in the abstraction of
vision The Freedom School undertakes exactly this journey of re-
recognising colour and form as firstly that which limits our
boundaries and secondly those elements which when re-
presented as a painting can engage an active awakening in the
viewer. As Ben Nicholson wrote in his Notes on Abstract Art - a
Raphael is not a painting in the National Gallery - it is an active
force in our lives ii; such is the creative potential involved in art.

Art exists in the space between the noumenal and the
phenomenal, that is, between the world of things as they are and
the world of senses as they create. Ultimately, as Slavoj Zizek
writes, this is the place where we can find freedom v and it is in
this abyss, this space of potentiality, that The Freedom School,
acting within precarious times, seeks the unknown, the newly-
known, the always known, opening up new visions for all of us
and bravely reminding us of the freedom inherent in possibility.
